You will be allocated into groups for each session.

Resilience and adaptability

Quickly grasps new concepts, skills and behaviours in response to changing
situations. Demonstrates the capacity to move forward and recover from difficult
experiences and setbacks.

Your presentation should last no longer than five minutes and will be followed by questions
from the assessor for up to five minutes.

The content of the presentation should answer the brief and demonstrate research and
analysis relevant to the topic you have undertaken.

The assessor
will invite you to share your screen when it is your turn to present. Please ensure that you
are able to quickly access and share any slides on the device you will be using on the day.
