What does an
Elected Safety Rep do?

Hected safety reps represent members of
the workforce on day-to-day health and
salely issues and act as the communication
link between the workforce, management
and the Health and Safety Executive (HSE)

Hected safety reps are a legal requirement
and although they have no legal duties,
they do have legal functions and powers
which they are expected to perform. These
functions and powers indude:

* Investigating potential hazards and
dangerous evenls
* Inspecting any part of the installation

» Investigating health and safety matters
{complaints and ideas for improvements)
raised by their constituent and taking
these issues to the OIM

» Participating in safety committee
meetings

* Representing constituency members in
consultations with HSE inspectors
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What does a Safety Committee do?

All worksites must have a safety committee and elected safely reps are
members of this. The safety committee meets reguiarly and is your only legally
enforced safety meeting. It requires accurate minutes to be taken and actions
which must be signed off by the site manager and an efected safety rep.

All elected safety reps are members of the offshore safety committee, which
is chaired by the site manager. This gives alected safety reps direct access 1o
senior management making them your voice in front of management.

Using your elected safety reps is a powerful way of having your voice heard
and you should use them to the full potential.

Know your Elected Safety Rep

A green hat must be informed of their elected safety rep’s name, and the
elected safety rep must be informed of their new constituency member.

Remember, elected safety reps are not safety advisers or part of the
management team; they are worker representatives for health and safety.

No worker should consider standing for election as a safety rep unless they
are genuinely interested in representing those that elected them. You have
the power 1o elect the representation you want - so make it count.
