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1. Committee will be made up of one Chairperson and four additional volunteers.

2. These five members will create the process for nominations, voting, and induction to the IRHOF.
3. Committee members will meet once a year at the Annual Iowa AGM to discuss, vote on, and make adjustments and changes to the HOF process.

4. Members of HOF Committee will be asked to serve a term of three years. At that point they may step down and be replaced by nominees from other Iowa Rugby clubs. 

5. Members of the Committee should be voted on at Annual AGM as terms expire or a member must step down for any reason.

Induction Details
1. Five HOF Inductees will be chosen each year, starting in 2014.
2. HOF Inductees will be recognized and honored at the All Iowa Tournament. 

3. HOF Inductees will receive a plaque and a HOF Member polo

4. HOF Inductees will create a biography that will be read prior to their induction by an individual of their choosing.

Nomination and Voting Process

1. Each compliant/active Rugby Club (Senior Sides) in the State of Iowa will designate a “Contact Person” for the nomination process. This person must contact the HOF Committee Chairperson with an active email address and the Club they represent by February 15th of each calendar year. Submit this information to Bill Haase, Iowa Rugby HOF Chairperson at mrhaz78@yahoo.com

2. Each Club’s HOF Contact Person will submit their Club’s two nominee’s names with bios not to exceed 400 words by March 1st of each calendar year. The nominees submitted did not, or do not have to be a current or former member of their Club. They can be any player, ref, or administrator who they feel had an active role in advancing the sport of Rugby in Iowa at any point in time. 
3. Current HOF members will submit one nominee’s name with a bio included for the voting process by March 1st. 

4. Once nominations are compiled a ballot will be created with the names and bios submitted, and then sent to current HOF members and HOF Committee members.

5. Each HOF member and Committee member will vote for five individuals from that list of nominees.

6. A “Top 10” will be created from this first vote. Those individual’s names will then be put on a “Final Ballot”. Each HOF member and HOF Committee member will then vote for five nominees from the Top 10 list.  
7. The five nominees with the most votes from Step #6 will be that current year’s IRHOF Inductees.

8. In case of a tie, HOF Committee members will cast one vote per member for the nominees that have the same vote count.

9. The voting process must be completed by April 1st.

10.  Nominees who did not get voted in for the current year’s HOF will     have to be submitted again for the next year’s process by the Club or HOF Member who nominated them.
