REQUIREMENTS FOR THE REPORTING OF MATCH RESULTS WITH PARTICULAR REFERENCE TO BONUS POINTS
In Eastern Counties Leagues 2-4, bonus points are awarded as follows:

1. To the losing side where the margin of defeat is SEVEN or less match points.

2. To any side who scored FOUR or more tries during the course of the match.

Clearly the first parameter is a simple mathematical one which is catered for within the Results Service data entry, and requires no input or further reportage from the home team.

The second, however, is ENTIRELY the responsibility of the HOME club at the time of reporting the match result before 5.30 pm on the Saturday of the match.

During the results collecting procedures, there is little or no time to question the caller regarding bonus points, and ever less time for the caller then to trawl around for someone who can help him out with the answers!

THEREFORE
Before making the phone call, be sure you have the facts relating to the four-try bonus.

When you make the call, start with the name of the division i.e. Eastern Counties Two South.  Follow this with the name of the home team and their score, then immediately give the number of tries.  After that, give the name of the away team and their score, again followed immediately by the number of tries.  

You should not need to be asked and, in many cases, you won’t be asked, which means it is your responsibility to offer the information.
Finally, please do not delay the results collecting procedures with questions that should properly be directed to the League Secretary.  The Results Service is not there to supply answers to queries relating to Regulations; Match Management; Disputes or Complaints; etc; and will simply refer you back to your League Secretary.
