GROUND CRITERIA – UPDATED / EFFECTIVE FOR THE 2007-08 SEASON

1. Clubs likely to be in contention for the top two places in the Caernarfon & District League and the Anglesey Football League and who wish to be considered for membership of the Gwynedd Football League must be nominated by their respective League Secretaries, who must in turn notify the Secretary of the Gwynedd Football League by the 31st December, these clubs will then have their grounds and facilities inspected by the 28th February annually.

2. An annual subscription as per League Rules will be payable on acceptance

3. The minimum size of the playing area shall be 100 yards by 50 yards (95 metres by 50 metres). 

Please note hat clubs wishing to enter the Welsh Trophy Competition must have a playing surface not less than 100 yards by 50 yards and not more than 120 yards by 80 yards. The home club must ensure that their ground is in good playing order at all times and correctly maintained.

4. All clubs must provide adequate dressing rooms accommodation for all players and the match official(s), which must be situated within 100 yards of the playing area, each team and match official(s) must be provided with separate changing rooms with shower facilities.

Changing facilities must have adequate hot and cold water, lighting and heating, well ventilated and free from damp and secure.

A separate dressing room must be provided for the match official(s) which MUST be adequate and acceptable to the League, the dressing room must contain a shower unit with hot and cold running water, the referee’s dressing room should not be used for storage of materials or similar purposes.

5. There must be covered accommodation for the trainer and substitutes of both teams, with the front of the dugout a safe distance from the touchline (at least 2.5 metres, if possible).

6. Only the Manager, Assistant Manager, Physio and the nominated substitutes are permitted to occupy the dugout and of whom only one (1) is allowed to stand at any time.


Clubs must also clearly mark a technical area which extends one (1) yard on either side of the designated dugout area, and extends forward up to a distance of one (1) yard from the touchline.

7. Serviceable First Aid equipment, including a stretcher, shall be kept on every ground. A person qualified in First Aid must be available at every match and hold a current certificate.

8. Clubs publishing a match day programme shall set aside at last half a page for advertisement from the League’s official sponsor.

9.
The home club shall provide as a minimum, tea or some form of liquid refreshments for all players and match officials, at half time and full time for all matches.

Facilities set aside for spectators to purchase refreshments is also desirable.

10. All playing areas must be completely roped or fenced off and no other persons are permitted to be within the perimeter fencing other than the players and match officials. Perimeter fencing to be set a safe distance back from the touch and goal lines (at least 3 metres, if possible).

11. For enclosed grounds, the location and number of ground exits must comply with local authority safety requirements.

It would normally be expected that there would be at least two exit points around the ground. All exits must be clearly signposted.

12. Adequate toilet facilities must be provided for both male and female spectators within the complex of the ground/stadium or within a reasonable distance.

13. These requirements will apply to all existing clubs from the commencement of Season 2009/2010.

Any new club must comply with these requirements by Season 2007/08.

Any member club who intends hiring its ground or entering into a ground sharing agreement either by sharing its own ground irrespective of whether the other club is from within or outside the Gwynedd Football League, must initially submit in writing to the League Secretary, full details of the agreement, which must then be approved by the League Management Committee before it can be accepted.


The conditions also apply to new member clubs either entering or promoted to the League. Details of ground sharing agreements must be submitted to the League on or before 1st August (30th April for any new club) to be effective for the following season.

This new Ground Criteria was adopted by the Gwynedd League Management 

Committee on 20.03.07 and then subsequently adopted by the Clubs at  a meeting held on 23.04.07 and accepted by members at the Annual General Meeting held on 25.06.07 at the Llangefni Town Football Club.

This criteria has been accepted by the NWCFA Rules Committee, and is awaiting sanction.
