Team Reports
Alleyn 2nd XI
Russell Clayton’s six-year tenure as 2nd XI captain came to an end after the team endured the Club’s worst 
ever league season in 2017. He was replaced by Jim Bridgeman, now well into his sixties, who last captained 
Alleyn in 1995 during the club’s ‘golden era’. Faced with an inevitable relegation battle, he rallied his troops 
when it really mattered and the team escaped the drop by winning the final three matches. In the first of these, 
the 2nd XI made its highest-ever score; 302 for six against Guildford City.
Unlike in previous seasons, depth in bowling was not a problem for the team. Alastair Reeves again took 
wickets (10 at 19.20) alongside his new ball partner Amjad Hussain (13 at 21.38). Wickets also came from 
Nathan Wells (11 at 10.91), Clayton (18 at 18.67) and Will Everitt (16 at 12.81). 
The batting was a let-down, which was rather annoying as it had previously been a strength. Runs came from 
Bridgeman (442 at 40.18), Josh Lawrence (261 at 43.50) and Fred Everitt (230 at 28.25) but Chris Foster had 
a rare quiet season (184 at 13) and there was limited support from Ali Zahoor and David Owen, though to 
their immense credit they kept turning out. Having been relegated after 12 seasons in Division Four, it was a 
disappointment to struggle quite so much in Division Five and a tremendous relief to survive.
There was wholehearted support from the cricket family; the umpires (Digby Hunt and Jonathan Wyles), scorers 
(Colin Gay and Simone van Elk) and caterers (Gemma de Ruyter and Maureen Kelleher). The thriving junior 
section is now one of the biggest in London. Thanks to Bridgeman and his tireless staff, not only did seven 
juniors graduate to the senior teams this year but 12 of the club’s young players qualified as Level 2 coaches.

Battersea Ironsides 2nd XI
The 2nd XI were keen to get the season started after a positive pre-season with few new talented players 
signing up. There was a very promising start to the season with 8 wins out of first 10 games. The only loss was 
against the potential champions. The second half of the season was poor; 3 losses, one against a team that 
had not won a game all season and until then, promotion hopes were still alive. The side ended up finishing 
3rd in the table; one more win would have seen the team playing Div 4 in 2019!
We had some notable batting and bowling performances. Yousuf Ahmed, Faisal Feroz and Ahsan Khan had 
good seasons with the bat. Nas Mir contributed with some good wicket taking spells. There were also great 
individual performances from the “returning” Sam Rowntree and some positive performances from new recruits 
Tom Palmer, George Painter, Harry Jackson, Greg Bird and Ben Riding.
Battersea Ironsides can now only reflect on the 2018 season but aim to come back stronger in 2019. There were 
positives from the 2018 season and the team aims to get one place higher in 2019 with promotion to Div 4.

Guildford City 2nd XI
No report was submitted by the club; the following was written by the Editor.
Guildford City 2nd XI managed only one win all season and losing 14 times tells the main story. Poor availability, 
regularly playing with less than 11 players and a lack of depth meant the team amassed a total of only 33 points.
