RESTRICTED BAG POLICY

We have a stadium-wide bag policy in place at Villa Park; 
all bags will be physically and/or visually searched at the 
stadium entrance

Any bags larger than 20cm x 15cm x 5cm (8” x 6” x 2”) 
will not be allowed onto the stadium footprint

National flags - will not be permitted into the stadium

Following guidance from the Premier League it has 
been determined that Israeli and Palestinian flags are 
not permitted to be displayed at football matches for 
the foreseeable future. The same approach will also be 
applied to other displays, banners, clothing or scarves 
identified as being pro-Israeli or pro-Palestinian 

Entry into the stadium will be refused with any articles 
deemed dangerous, hazardous or that compromise 
public health and safety
