                          Curriculum Letter              Term 5 2019  

Dear Parents and Carers,
Thank you for all your support during the year so far. We hope you all enjoyed some relaxation during the Easter holidays. 
Please see details below of the areas of the curriculum we will be teaching in terms 5 and 6;

English- Mrs Scott will be teaching a unit on persuasive writing and introduce work on adverts and jingles. This will be linked to History where the children will study Britain since 1945. Mrs Turner will focus on instructional text, linking this to Geography and how Fair-Trade farmers from Bolivia grow and distribute quinoa pasta in European countries like Italy.  
Maths- Mrs Scott will continue teaching a unit on fractions, followed by work on measurement. Mrs Turner will continue with work on decimals, followed by a unit on percentages and the equivalence between fractions, decimals and percentages. All these areas will include work on word problems to ensure the children can use and apply their skills.
In science the children will learn about the life and living processes of humans in term 5 and the life cycle of plants in term 6. This will include research on the heart and the digestive system for human beings.  

There is a visit planned to Malmesbury Abbey in June for our class. For this visit we will be travelling to the Abbey where we will meet children from other local schools to find out what life was like for the monks of the Abbey in the past. Activities will include finding out about the history of the Abbey and natural medicines that were used by the monks. We will also be learning some songs to sing as part of a celebration with the other schools. A letter about this visit will be sent out separately at the end of term 5. 
English and Maths 

Most of our English activities are cross-curricular and will be based on work relating to the topics we are learning about, but some skills such as punctuation, spelling and grammar will be taught discreetly. Your child will work mainly in ability groups within the class and will have individual targets in English and maths which will support their whole school target.
Reading - Please continue to encourage your child to read regularly at home and write a comment in his/her reading record book. Even if your child is a good reader it is important that he or she still has the opportunity to read and discuss the content with you.  Children gain table points for their table if they read to an adult twice a week. Our guided reading sessions will focus on author’s purpose and understanding and inference. 
Home Learning-. In addition to the reading tasks outlined above, the children will continue to bring home their spelling books with an activity to be completed each week.  They should also be using Mathletics to earn 1000 points each week. There will be a lunchtime club for children unable to complete tasks at home.

Children are also asked to complete a topic-based task from the ideas sheets to consolidate and extend their learning.  We have had some excellent models, posters and fact-files sent in during this year, which are displayed in our cloakroom. Thank you for supporting your child in completing these tasks. 

PE- Your child needs his/her PE kit in school every day as the timetable sometimes changes.  Mrs Turner will be teaching Physical Skills from our Real PE curriculum in term 5.
On Wednesday afternoon a PE session will be taught by Mrs Scott. It will normally be an outdoor games lesson, so please make sure your child has a tracksuit or jogging bottoms and a sweatshirt for any cooler days. For the warmer weather please send in sunhats and sun cream as the children are outside for up to 45 minutes. 
If you wish to discuss your child’s progress or have any concerns, please come and see us after school where possible.
