Dear Parents and Carers,

I am writing to inform you about staffing across the school from September 2019 and how the year groups across the school
will be organised and split where necessary.

Class structure

Class Full-time teacher Year groups Adult support

Class 1 Miss H Brown Nursery + reception Mrs Skelton

Class 2 Mrs Dowkes Year 1 & year 2 + adult support

Class 3 Mrs Fawcett Year 3 + adult support

Class 4 Mrs Atkinson 0.6 + Mrs Salton- Year 4 & year 5 + adult support
stall 0.4

Class 5 Miss Hobson Year 5 & year 6 + adult support

Due to the nature of our school and our numbers, we will be splitting our 2019 year 5 cohort and further details about the
year 5 children and which class they will be allocated to will follow in future.

As we have been looking at organising the 2019 year 5 children, we realise that this can be an anxious time for children and
parents, so we have been carefully considering this process over the last couple of weeks. When we split any class, the
thought at the forefront of our mind must be how the groups will cope with their new class structure and the group's ability
to make academic progress.

As a school, there are several factors that come into play that are considered by the SLT before making a decision. We look at:

i We have tried to organise an equal split of abilities so that children can work with peers across the ability spectrum.

i Friendship groups — as part of the process, we also looked carefully at the friendships across the year group to make
sure individual children don’t feel isolated. As part of the process we have spoken to the children about important
friendships within school.

| The proportion of children who are classed as vulnerable and receive funding from our SEN or pupil premium pot. This
impacts on the adult support available to the class.

q Any specific behaviour or learning issues that need adult support.
i Any children who find it difficult to co-operate with other children in the classroom.
i Their current class teacher has also looked closely at the year group dynamic and provided valuable information.

Thank you for your ongoing support with this process, we are confident that we have considered all of the important aspects
of the organisation of classes for September 2019.
