Mini beasts—this term our  core  stories are  
The Very Greedy Bee and The Very Hungry 
Caterpillar. 

 The children will learn about  healthy and un-
healthy foods. We will be playing games that re-
quire children to collaborate with each other such 
as parachute activities and ring games . We will also  
use the story of the Very Greedy Bee to explore ide-
as about friendships and feelings . 

We will be encouraging the children to write for       
different purposes such as writing their own names 
on their work or an invite to our family picnic . 
 
The children will have the         
opportunity to use our floor     
robots—Bee Bots. We will 
be teaching the children 
about  control, directional 
language and  programming.    
 
The Hungry Caterpillar story will a great opportuni-
ty for the children to explore shape and symmetry 
as well as looking at language relating to time with 
the days of the week.
