Subscribe to New Road Primary’s Calendar
Add our Google Calendar to your Google Calendar:

1. Open your google calendar page
2. On the Left side under ‘Other Calendars’ locate the box that says “Add a friend’s Calendar”
3. Write newroadprimary@gmail.com in the box and hit return.
4. Our calendar should now be listed along with your own.

Add our Calendar to your IPhone iCal app (iOS7):

1. Tap the "Settings" icon, then scroll down and select "Mail, Contacts, Calendars.
2. Tap "Add Account" and select "Other.
3. Select the "Add Subscribed Calendar" option. 
4. In the Server box write:
https://www.google.com/calendar/ical/newroadprimary%40gmail.com/public/basic.ics
5. Click "Next." Change any settings you see fit before saving the calendar. You do not need a username or password.
6. Toggle your view of the subscribed calendar by opening the Calendar app and tapping "Calendars” at the bottom of the screen. Tap a calendar name to either display or remove calendar events.
Add our Calendar to Outlook.com

1. Open Outlook.com and sign in to your account.
2. At the top of the page select ‘Subscribe’.
3. From the drop-down menu select ‘Subscribe to Public Calendar’.
4. In the ‘Calendar URL’ box insert:
https://www.google.com/calendar/ical/newroadprimary%40gmail.com/public/basic.ics
5. Click ‘Subscribe to calendar’.
Add our calendar to Outlook 2013

1. In calendar view go to the ‘folder’ menu at the top of the screen.
2. Select ‘open calendar’.
3. Select ‘from internet’.
4. Input:
https://www.google.com/calendar/ical/newroadprimary%40gmail.com/public/basic.ics
5. Click ‘Ok’.
Add our calendar to Outlook 2010

1. Enter the calendar area.
2. Select ‘open calendar’.
3. From the drop-down menu, select ‘from internet’.
4. Input the following address and click OK:

https://www.google.com/calendar/ical/newroadprimary%40gmail.com/public/basic.ics


Add our calendar to iCal (Apple Mac)

Open iCal (in Applications).
1. From the Calendar menu select ‘Subscribe’.
2. Type or paste the following URL into Calendar URL field then click Subscribe:
https://www.google.com/calendar/ical/newroadprimary%40gmail.com/public/basic.ics
3. Change the name and colour (optional) and update the Auto-refresh frequency to ‘every day’ (important!), then click OK.

Add the Calendar on an Android device.

As all Android devices must have a google account attached, the device should automatically display the Copley calendar, once you subscribe to it on google. Follow the instructions for adding the Copley calendar to your google calendar.

Add the Copley Calendar to your Windows 8 device.

Google have recently stopped providing sync support for Google apps. Though, some legacy users may well have currently have continued support, so if you have been using the Exchange ActiveSync (EAS) service for some time you may well be able to configure it.
However, the best way to set up on your Windows 8 device is to follow the instructions for setting up Outlook.com and then share your outlook calendar with the calendar app on your windows phone. 
(Note here, that at the time of writing this there is no means to sync multiple calendars via the Outlook client and a Windows 8 phone, so better to sync via Outlook.com)
If you’ve already connected your Outlook.com calendar to the Calendar app, go to the Calendar app and after a few moments, our Google events will appear.
If not, here’s how to do it:
1. Open Settings.
2. Select Accounts.
3. [bookmark: _GoBack]Select Add an account, select Outlook.com, and then follow the on-screen instructions.
