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News from around the School

Nursery have been enjoying the story of

‘The Gruffalo’ and painting their own Gruffalos. They
have been sequencing the story and made some
Gruffalo crumble. For this the children used knives
and practiced the skill of cutting the fruit. Thank you
for the wonderful sharing on Tapestry this week, we
have had some lovely talk time from it together as a
class.

In Reception we have been learning about

Chinese New Year. We took a dance around the
school dressed as a traditional Chinese Dragon and
wished every class Happy New Year. We tasted some
Chinese food, made some colorful fans and masks and
even had a try at writing our names using Chinese
writing. Our new role play area has become a Chinese
restaurant and the children have written some
fantastic menus to use and loved cooking up lots of
treats to serve.

Last week, both classes enjoyed being Scientists,
investigating friction.
