CHARGES AND REMISSION POLICY
Purpose
At Cragg Vale School we believe that all our pupils should have an equal opportunity to benefit from school activities and visits (curricular and extra-curricular).  This charging and remissions policy describes how we will do our best to ensure a range of visits and activities is offered and that the financial impact to parents is minimised, thereby enabling all pupils to take full advantage of the opportunities.
Roles and Responsibilities
The Governing Board of Cragg Vale School has agreed the following principles:

· To support the principle of free admission and education for all pupils wishing to  attend the school

· That activities offered wholly or mainly during normal teaching time will be available to all pupils regardless of their parents’ ability or willingness to meet the cost

· To support the right of the school to invite voluntary contributions for the benefit of the school or to support any activity organised by the school during or outside school hours

· To have the right to exercise discretion in charging for optional activities which are provided wholly or mainly out of school hours
No Charges Will Be Made For:

· Education provided by Cragg Vale School for its registered pupils during school hours

· Provision of books, materials, instruments and other equipment required for educational purposes during the school day

Music Tuition
Music tuition is arranged by parents directly with the Calderdale Music Service.  All associated costs are determined by the service.
Educational Visits
· Charges may be made for board and lodgings whether the visit takes place in or out of school hours

· Charges may be made for travel whether the visit takes place in or out of school time and other than where the trip is required for the purpose of fulfilling statutory duties under the National Curriculum

Voluntary Extended School Activities
Charges may be made for some clubs and out of school activities.  Cragg Vale School does not seek to make a profit from such activities.  All income from voluntary activities will be used to fund the activity in the first instance.

Voluntary Contributions
There will be occasions when the school will seek voluntary contributions from parents for the benefit of school or school activities.  In these instances:

i) The Governors reserve the right to cancel any activity/event if insufficient voluntary contributions render the activity/event unviable

ii) Parents are under no obligation to contribute
iii) All pupils will be treated equitably irrespective of whether a contribution has been made on their behalf or not

iv) Voluntary contributions may be requested to fund transport, day visits, visiting theatre companies, music concerts etc  ( i, ii, iii above apply)

Monitoring and Evaluation
This policy will be reviewed annually by the Finance Committee of the Governing Board.
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
