· To improve the attainment of children eligible for PPG 
· To improve the access to extra-curricular activities for disadvantaged children

	Summary of Spending and actions taken:
· To continue to fund additional Teaching Assistants to provide a mix of in-class and small group intervention support targeted at those children who are underperforming or making slow progress
· To employ additional Teaching Assistants in focus year groups
· To fund three additional teachers to run intervention groups for focus year groups and pupils
· To subsidise residential education visits 
· To subsidise educational visits to enable all children to have rich learning experiences
· To fund or subsidise extra-curricular club membership for disadvantaged pupils



Outcomes to date: The gap between Non-FSM pupils and FSM pupils at Byron Court is very small and FSM pupils significantly exceed national expectations. Nevertheless, the school continues to strive to support FSM pupils fully.
