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Introduction 

All education during school hours is free. We do not charge for any activity undertaken as part of the National Curriculum.
 
Voluntary Contributions 

When organising school trips or visits to enrich the curriculum, and the educational experience of the children, the school invites parents to contribute to the cost. All contributions are voluntary. If we do not receive sufficient voluntary contributions we may cancel a trip. If a trip goes ahead, it may include children whose parents have not paid any contribution. We do not treat these children differently from any others. 
The 1988 Education Act draws a distinction between the term ‘charges’ which are considered to be an obligatory cost and ‘voluntary contributions’ which are self-explanatory. 
Subsidies from various sources e.g. School Fund, coffee mornings, own clothes days, will be considered to cover deficits. Surplus finance will be used via school fund for the benefit of the children. 
Whenever possible, the school will give sufficient notice to allow parent/carers to pay by instalments. 
The following is a list of additional activities, organised by the school, which require voluntary contributions from parents. These activities are known as ‘optional extras.’ This list is not exhaustive: 

Visits to the Cinema
Visits to Museums 
Sporting Festivals  
Outdoor activities 
Visits to or by a Theatre Company 
Musical Events 
Transport 

Residential Visits 

If the school organises a residential visit in school time we do charge to cover the cost of board, lodging and travel. 

Music Tuition 

All children study music as part of the normal school curriculum. We do not charge for this.


Swimming
 
The school organises swimming lessons for children in Key Stage 2. These take place in school time and are part of the National Curriculum. We therefore make no charge for this activity. We inform parents when these lessons are to take place, and we ask parents for their written permission for their child to take part. 

Lunch time / After School Sport Activities 

The school offers additional activities before school, after school and during lunch breaks. 

We may charge for some of these activities after/before school, if an outside sports coach is needed to run the session.
