We have been working on
numbers to 10 this week and recognising amounts and numerals. We have started looking at one
more.

Next week we will begin our Autumn unit. I would appreciate any leaves, twigs, acorns or conkers
bringing in to support our Autumn investigation tray. Have a lovely weekend!

YEAR 1: We have had a great week in Year 1, where we have started to think about writing some
instructions for the alien ‘Q Pootle 5’ to help him build his rocket. We too, are going to be making our
own rockets over the next two weeks, so if you have any recycling (boxes, plastic bottles etc.) then
we would really appreciate it being brought into school! Next week we will also be taking a visit to
the Beggars Theatre on Thursday for an hour workshop —-which will be great fun for the children!
Have a lovely weekend!

YEAR 2: We have completed some exciting diary entries this week writing in the first person. Next
week we are completing this work and then starting some poetry work. In maths we are adding 2
digit numbers and then moving to subtraction. In RE we are reading the story of Daniel. We have
started some computer work this week which we will carry over to next week. We have collected lots
of facts about the Great Fire of London and we are going to use them to make fact sheets for our
class book. Maths homework this weekend is a repeating task from our lessons and all the children
should know how to do this. They can draw tens and ones as we have been doing in class.

YEAR 3: We have had another busy week in Year 3. We have continued studying instruction writing
and have turned our attention to writing instructions to trap a troll. Next week, we will continue to
improve our writing and write our final set of instructions! We are especially focusing on using time
connectives, adverbs and extending our sentences using connectives. In Maths we have been
concentrating on our 4 times tables this week and children have a set of these to practice at home.
Please keep the 3 and 4 sets at home to continue to practice with throughout the year as good times
tables knowledge is essential. We had a visit to the Discovery Centre on Thursday as part of our
Hodbarrow topic. The children found it very interesting and learnt some new information! Finally, I
have told the children they need to wear either pumps or trainers for PE. They should not be doing it
in their school shoes. If your child wants to bring trainers in for PE days, this is absolutely fine. Have
a lovely weekend!

YEAR 4: The weeks are flying by at the moment and Y4 have had another really busy week. In
Maths, we have been using the column method to add and solve problems. Next week we will be
moving on to subtraction, and again focussing on using the column method. In English, we have
been learning the story of Lazy Jack and next week we will be having a go at changing some of the
details to write our own version of the story. In RE, we have learnt about Moses how he did what God
asked him. This coming week, we will be thinking about David and how he defeated Goliath. On
Thursday afternoon, we will be visiting the Beggar’s Theatre for a dance workshop, it promises to be
good fun. Have a great weekend!

YEAR 5: What a fantastic week we have had! On Tuesday we went on a school trip to Liverpool to
visit the World Museum and the Merseyside Maritime Museum. Throughout the day the children got
to take part in a workshop based around the Titanic which involved them dressing up and handling
objects used on the famous ship. We also got the chance to hold a meteorite that fell from space
50,000 years ago - how exciting! On Thursday afternoon we were joined by a nurse who talked to us
all about diabetes and how to treat it. I thoroughly enjoyed learning about it and I know the children
did too.

Please continue to read with your child at home and encourage them to come along to our Tuesday
lunchtime homework club if they are struggling with their homework. I hope you have a lovely
weekend!

YEAR 6: This week, the children have been working hard learning about different ways of writing
the past tense, a requirement of the new National Curriculum. They have been applying their
knowledge in some brilliant diary writing. In maths they have used compasses to draw circles with a
given radius of diameter. This is very tricky for many of the children and any practise at home would
be a bonus. We have started thinking about how to read numbers up to 10 000 000 and to round




them. If you see any big numbers over the next few weeks, see if your child can read them
accurately. We have also been looking at original sources from the Victorian Era to learn how young
people were punished for their crimes.

Next week, on Monday afternoon, the children will be taking part in a dance and drama workshop at
The Beggar's Theatre. On Wednesday, they will be travelling to Barrow to join pupils from other
Catholic schools in Mass at St Mary’s church. I hope you all have a great weekend!

RECEPTION: This week we have been consolidating the letters s a t p i n. We have also been
practising writing I, in, it, is and making cvc words. We have enjoyed our baa baa black sheep week
and created a new nursery rhyme, we enjoyed sharing it with year 2. We have been working on
numbers to 10 this week and recognising amounts and numerals. We have started looking at one
more.

Next week we will begin our Autumn unit. I would appreciate any leaves, twigs, acorns or conkers
bringing in to support our Autumn investigation tray. Have a lovely weekend!

YEAR 1: We have had a great week in Year 1, where we have started to think about writing some
instructions for the alien ‘Q Pootle 5’ to help him build his rocket. We too, are going to be making our
own rockets over the next two weeks, so if you have any recycling (boxes, plastic bottles etc.) then
we would really appreciate it being brought into school! Next week we will also be taking a visit to
the Beggars Theatre on Thursday for an hour workshop —-which will be great fun for the children!
Have a lovely weekend!

YEAR 2: We have completed some exciting diary entries this week writing in the first person. Next
week we are completing this work and then starting some poetry work. In maths we are adding 2
digit numbers and then moving to subtraction. In RE we are reading the story of Daniel. We have
started some computer work this week which we will carry over to next week. We have collected lots
of facts about the Great Fire of London and we are going to use them to make fact sheets for our
class book. Maths homework this weekend is a repeating task from our lessons and all the children
should know how to do this. They can draw tens and ones as we have been doing in class.

YEAR 3: We have had another busy week in Year 3. We have continued studying instruction writing
and have turned our attention to writing instructions to trap a troll. Next week, we will continue to
improve our writing and write our final set of instructions! We are especially focusing on using time
connectives, adverbs and extending our sentences using connectives. In Maths we have been
concentrating on our 4 times tables this week and children have a set of these to practice at home.
Please keep the 3 and 4 sets at home to continue to practice with throughout the year as good times
tables knowledge is essential. We had a visit to the Discovery Centre on Thursday as part of our
Hodbarrow topic. The children found it very interesting and learnt some new information! Finally, I
have told the children they need to wear either pumps or trainers for PE. They should not be doing it
in their school shoes. If your child wants to bring trainers in for PE days, this is absolutely fine. Have
a lovely weekend!

YEAR 4: The weeks are flying by at the moment and Y4 have had another really busy week. In
Maths, we have been using the column method to add and solve problems. Next week we will be
moving on to subtraction, and again focussing on using the column method. In English, we have
been learning the story of Lazy Jack and next week we will be having a go at changing some of the
details to write our own version of the story. In RE, we have learnt about Moses how he did what God
asked him. This coming week, we will be thinking about David and how he defeated Goliath. On
Thursday afternoon, we will be visiting the Beggar’s Theatre for a dance workshop, it promises to be
good fun. Have a great weekend!

YEAR 5: What a fantastic week we have had! On Tuesday we went on a school trip to Liverpool to
visit the World Museum and the Merseyside Maritime Museum. Throughout the day the children got
to take part in a workshop based around the Titanic which involved them dressing up and handling
objects used on the famous ship. We also got the chance to hold a meteorite that fell from space
50,000 years ago - how exciting! On Thursday afternoon we were joined by a nurse who talked to us
all about diabetes and how to treat it. I thoroughly enjoyed learning about it and I know the children
did too.

Please continue to read with your child at home and encourage them to come along to our Tuesday
lunchtime homework club if they are struggling with their homework. I hope you have a lovely
weekend!

YEAR 6: This week, the children have been working hard learning about different ways of writing
the past tense, a requirement of the new National Curriculum. They have been applying their
knowledge in some brilliant diary writing. In maths they have used compasses to draw circles with a
given radius of diameter. This is very tricky for many of the children and any practise at home would
be a bonus. We have started thinking about how to read numbers up to 10 000 000 and to round




them. If you see any big numbers over the next few weeks, see if your child can read them
accurately. We have also been looking at original sources from the Victorian Era to learn how young
people were punished for their crimes.

Next week, on Monday afternoon, the children will be taking part in a dance and drama workshop at
The Beggar's Theatre. On Wednesday, they will be travelling to Barrow to join pupils from other
Catholic schools in Mass at St Mary’s church. I hope you all have a great weekend!
