Pupil Premium Summary: 2015-16 
Pupil Premium is the additional funding schools receive to support ‘vulnerable pupils’ to enjoy and achieve in line with all other children. This includes pupils who are entitled to free school meals (or have been at some point in the last six years), children in care or who have been adopted from car and children from service families. 
The government believes that allocating Pupil Premium funding is the best way to ensure funding to tackle disadvantage reaches the pupils who need it most. It is up to schools to decide how the Pupil Premium is spent.
The following information enables parents to see how much funding the school is receiving, how the school is spending the money and its impact on attainment and progress of pupils.
