	What we are learning
	Ideas for home learning

	English
	This term our English lessons will be focused around our dinosaur topic – we have already discovered a dinosaur egg in our classroom and have been discussing how to care for it. 
	Reading stories about dinosaurs, some lovely stories include Harry’s Bucket full of Dinosaurs, Dinosaurs love underpants, Dinosaur Chase.

	Maths
	We are developing our number skills; we have been sharing equally, using addition and subtraction. 

We will be revisiting 2d and 3d shapes and their properties. 
	Counting objects, finding out how many there are altogether and how many are left over when they are subtracted. Writing number sentences.
Revisiting 3D shapes we have already learned sphere, cone, cube and cylinder (can you spot these in the environment; e.g. football, ice cream cone, dice and a tin can)

	Communication and Language
	We will be building lots of vocabulary through our dinosaur topic, naming dinosaurs and discussing how they look, what they eat, where they live.  We may talk about their long necks, sharp teeth, the plates on their backs and whether they are carnivores or herbivores. 
	You can use ‘Kiddle’ (children’s google) to find out more out dinosaurs, boosting your child’s vocabulary and engagement in class.

	Physical development
	We will be moving like dinosaurs and working on our construction skills.

	Personal, social and emotional development
