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1. Introduction
The access audit was carried out on Friday 6th March 2015 by Stephen Kimberley (ERYC) who was shown around by a member of staff.

2. External Approach and Car Parking
The approach to the School from the main village street is good. There is a drop off point outside the main entrance and there are no barriers approaching the main entrance. The outside is well lit and the main entrance is clearly marked. The approach is on level ground. Next to the School is a small visitor car park with one disabled parking space.

3. Entrance and Reception Areas
The main door is manual and wide enough for wheelchairs. Reception staff can assist if required as the door is quite stiff to open. An automatic door may be useful as at North Frodingham Primary School. The reception desk is low enough for wheelchair users and chairs are available in reception. There is no hearing loop in reception.

4. Internal Circulation – floors, doors and corridors
Movement around the School is easy, doors are easy to open and have vision panels. Corridors are wide enough for wheelchairs; there are no internal steps/ramps in the building.

5. Internal Rooms
Classrooms are wide and spacious for wheelchairs and furniture can easily be moved as required. All classrooms have doors to play areas outside. All but one classroom has a step to the outside which could not be negotiated by wheelchairs. One classroom exit has been modified to eliminate the step and would be used by any wheelchair users to exit the building.

6. Disabled Toilet
The disabled toilet is excellent with an emergency pull code, colour contrasted handrails and enough space to transfer from a wheelchair to the WC. I was also informed the disabled toilet in the adjacent Children’s Centre can also be used.

7. Recommendations
Very good facilities at the School no problems seen.  To further improve accessibility consideration could be given to: 
a) converting the main entrance door to a sliding automatic door.
b) installing a hearing loop in reception and a classroom
c) alter all classrooms so access to play area outside by wheelchair is possible – eliminate the step, as has already been done in one classroom.
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
