	Subject
	What we are learning
	Ideas for home learning

	English
	We are going to be looking at a book called ‘Diary of a Fly’.  In our English lessons we will be writing our own diaries and writing stories about mini beasts.
	Can you write a diary every evening about what you have done that day, what you did at school? 

	Maths
	In Maths we will be recapping addition, subtraction, multiplication and division getting ready for our SAT’s test in a few weeks time.
	Can you practise you 2, 3, 5 and 10 times tables?
Can you use an array to solve a multiplication problem?


	Science
	In science we are going to be learning about mini beasts and their habitats.  We will be comparing different mini beasts and other animals. We will be going on a trip to Skelton Grange Environment Centre, where we will spend a day learning and investigate insects and their habitats. 
	Can you go into the garden or to the park and go on a mini beast hunt?  What insects can you find? Can you draw and label them?

	Computing and ICT
	We will be using the internet to research a variety of different animals.
	Find out about different underwater animals. 

	Music
	We will be learning the words to the song ‘Ugly bug ball’.  Hopefully we will be adding instruments and actions to our performance.
	Can you practise the words at home?

	Art and DT
	We will be making insect sculpture using clay. Once it is dry we will be painting them.
	What mini beast would you like to make?
Can you draw and label it?

	PE (Physical Education)
	We will be looking at videos of different animals. Looking carefully about how they move e.g. jump, leaping, bending, springing, fluttering and using these movements to create a dance.
	Can you make up your own dance based on how an insect moves?

	Personal Development
	We will be thinking about the different relationships we have with our friends, adults at school and adults at home.  We will also be thinking about objects that can and can’t be recycled and the impact of waste in our local area.
	Who are your friends at school? What makes a good friend?
What materials can be recycled?
