Pupil Premium Expenditure 2014-15

The Pupil Premium is an allocation of additional funding provided to schools to support specific groups of children who are vulnerable to possible underachievement. These include pupils who are entitled to free school meals, those looked after by the local authority and children of armed service personnel. The intended effect of this funding is to accelerate progress and raise achievement. It was first introduced in the academic year 2011/2012. The Government has decided that eligibility for the Pupil Premium in 2012-13 will be extended to pupils who have been eligible for free school meals (FSM) at any point in the last 6 years. 
The Pupil Premium is allocated to schools via the local authority funding systems and is clearly identifiable. It is for schools to decide how the Pupil Premium is spent, since they are best placed to assess what additional provision should be made for the individual pupils within their responsibility. 
All schools are required to report on the amount of funding received, how this is being used, and the impact of any work done. 

In the 2011/2012 academic year OLSB Primary School Received £25, 051 in Pupil Premium funding. 
In the 2012/2013 academic year OLSB Primary School Received £47, 971 in Pupil Premium funding. 
In the 2013/2014 academic year OLSB Primary School Received £90,900 in Pupil Premium funding. 
In the 2014/2015 academic year OLSB Primary School Received £117,000 in Pupil Premium funding. 

This was, and continues to be used as follows: 
· To provide intervention programmes for pupils at risk of underachievement and who are not making expected progress. 
· To provide one-to-one tuition for some pupils at the upper end of Key Stage 2. 
· To provide extra staffing in the EYFS 
· To provide Learning Mentor support for identified pupils to aid academic, social and emotional development 
· For the purchase and use of PE Kits 
· To provide financial assistance in circumstances where family income might be a barrier to equality of access to an enhanced curriculum 
· To increase attendance across the whole school 
· Increase TA support in all classes 
· To provide a breakfast club 
· To provide an after school homework club 
· The impact of this work is evident in: 
· Improved progress for identified individuals and groups of pupils as evidenced in progress tracking 
· Increased attendance across school
