Introduction

Democracy:
At Woodlands Primary School we encourage pupils to share ideas and concerns. 
We have a school council which has a representative from each class from year 2 upwards. The council meet regularly to discuss any issues which have been raised and are encouraged to make decisions which involve the whole school.

We have a clearly structured behaviour policy which is embedded throughout the school and which is understood and followed by pupils and staff.
School have links with the Fire service and local Police.  PCSOs are visible within the school supporting raising awareness on specific issues including promoting responsibilities and the consequences when laws are broken.
In year 6, pupils visit Crucial Crew which involves taking part in real life scenarios involving Police, the law and fire and safety.

Individual Liberty:
At Woodlands Primary School pupils are encouraged to become good citizens and are actively encouraged to make choices knowing that they are in a supportive environment.
Our P4C lessons help to encourage pupils to promote thinking, understanding and questioning and PSHCE and circle time sessions promote the teaching of respect and how to exercise their rights in a safe and supportive environment.
At Woodlands Primary we offer a range of extra curriculum clubs and allow pupils to participate in activities in which they have the freedom to make choices.
Anti-Bullying in Woodlands Primary is promoted within our PSHCE topics and teaches pupils responsibility for making the right choices and learning the difference between right and wrong. Anti-bullying is actively promoted through displays and pupils taking part in activities within the annual anti-bullying week.

Mutual Respect:
Respect is one of the core values of the school and pupils are encouraged to respect each other, the adults and school community and the world around them. Positive role models are essential in promoting mutual respect and this is at the heart of everything within Woodlands Primary School.

Tolerance of those of different faiths and beliefs:
Our R.E curriculum provides a broad and balanced approach on promoting the diversity of different faiths, religions and cultures.
Woodlands Primary School ensures that we celebrate diversity through a range of different religious festivals within our Collective Worships and celebrations and traditions are shared within lessons.
