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Introduction

Collective worship is seen as a special time where there is an opportunity to reflect upon and celebrate those issues, which the school considers to be important.  It is an occasion where those present can reflect on their own and others’ experiences.

Legal requirements

Collective worship is for all children every day.  Parents have the right to withdraw their child from collective worship.  Teachers, also, retain their right to withdraw from collective worship.  

Collective worship at this school is of a broadly Christian character.  It reflects the broad traditions of Christian belief and is not distinctive of any particular Christian denomination.  Acts of worship take into account the pupils' ages, aptitudes and family backgrounds

Aims for Collective Worship:

1.
To enable children to explore a variety of forms of worship
2.
To enable children to learn about their life as part of a multi-faith society
3.
To instil a reflective attitude

To encourage children to develop positive attitudes to themselves and to the beliefs and values of others

Teaching and Learning

Collective worship takes place everyday.  Assembly lasts for approximately 20 minutes, with the act of collective worship an integral part.

Assemblies are approached in different ways, with the children being given opportunities to use music, singing, video clips, PPTs, drama, stories and pictures, with collective worship being addressed in the times given for prayer or reflection.  Children come together to share and celebrate experiences and achievements.  Assemblies are planned to encourage children to experience variety in collective worship.  Children are expected to participate in class assemblies on an annual basis, there are regular good work assemblies which often focus on specific curriculum areas.  Details of these are planned into the assembly themes.

We operate  a planning system for assemblies whereby values are shared with children on a monthly basis.

Although mainly Christian in character, where appropriate, aspects of other faiths including some festivals are also included in collective worship.  Someries is sensitive to the different backgrounds of the children whether they have a specified faith commitment or not.
