Welcome  
 

We would like to take this chance to welcome you and your child to Stonebridge School and hope that a very happy and successful 
time lies ahead. Our aim is to enable your child to achieve their potential in every aspect of school life and to enjoy their time at 

Stonebridge School. 

The school is not a closed community. Parents are always welcome. Parentsô Evenings, Learning Together Days, Whole School 
and Class Assemblies throughout the year give you opportunities to see the work of the school and to discuss the progress of your 

own child. 

This Handbook for Parents is intended as a guide and we hope it will tell you something of the aims and practices of the school; we 
hope you will find it useful and informative.  

We are now a two site school, the main site has the capacity of 450 children and the annexe has the capacity for 180 children. The 
Stonebridge Annexe opened in late January 2013 and is a welcome addition to the Stonebridge Family. We pride ourselves in  

ensuring that although we are two sites, we operate as one school. Children work with each other on either site and staff work  

collaboratively. Many staff have timetables which mean they work on both sites too. All parents are asked to sign a general  

permission form to allow their children to move from site to site on admission to Reception. 

To keep you in touch with the events during the school year, newsletters are sent home with the children regularly and letters  
referring to specific events and activities for parents will also be sent home. We are usually able to support  
access to home languages ï so please ask in the office if you require some information to be translated. 

The school has a Parentsô Forum which meets regularly to discuss the schools development. The Parent Forum  
consists of one elected parent representative from each year group in the school. 

The Head Teacher, or the Deputy Head Teacher and Assistant Heads, are usually available to meet with parents between 8.30am 
and 9.00am and again at 3.30pm. If you would prefer another time, please ask for an appointment. However we ask parents to talk 
to their childôs class teacher for information or about any issues or concerns in the first instance. If you are unsatisfied and would 

like to speak to the Head Teacher or Deputy or Assistant Heads, you will be asked to fill in a parents query form and an  
appointment will be made for you. This system is in place as these  

members of staff have a very tight schedule and are often unavailable because of a range of other commitments, it also ensures 
that you can be given productive time. Please rest assured that one of us will get back to you. 
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Walking into our school, you will be struck by our collegiate sense of purpose - to  

improve the life chances of all the children who walk through our doors. You will be met with a 

calm and purposeful atmosphere, focused and confident pupils, diligent and committed  

members of staff. Every effort will be made to improve standards through high quality teaching, 

value led education and a vibrant and innovative curriculum - only the best will do.  Our  

curriculum will be well resourced and ensure that pupils leave with a high level of literacy and  

numeracy skills.
