Word Reading

	To apply phonic knowledge and skills as the route to decode words 
 To respond speedily with the correct sound to graphemes (letters or groups of letters) for all 40+ phonemes, including, where applicable, alternative sounds for graphemes 
To read accurately by blending sounds in unfamiliar words containing GPCs that have been taught 
To read common exception words, noting unusual correspondences between spelling and sound and where these occur in the word 
To read words containing taught GPCs and –s, –es, –ing, –ed, –er and –est endings 
To read other words of more than one syllable that contain taught GPCs 
To read words with contractions, e.g. I’m, I’ll, we’ll, and under-stand that the apostrophe represents the omitted letter(s) 
To read aloud accurately books that are consistent with their developing phonic knowledge and that do not require them to use other strategies to work out words 
To  re-read these books to build up their fluency and confidence 

Comprehension
To develop pleasure in reading, motivation to read, vocabulary and understanding by: 
To Listen to and discuss  a wide range of poems, stories and non-fiction at a level beyond that at which they can read independent

Word reading 

To continue to apply phonic knowledge and skills as the route to decode words until automatic decoding has become embedded and reading is fluent

To read accurately words of two or more syllables that contain the same GPCs as above 
To read words containing common suffixes 
To read further common exception words, noting unusual correspondence between spelling and sound and where these occur in the word 
To read most words quickly and accurately when they have been frequently encountered without overt sounding and blending 
To  read aloud books closely matched to their improving phonic knowledge, sounding out unfamiliar words accurately, automatically and without undue hesitation 
To re-read these books to build up their fluency and confidence

Following ‘The Complete Spelling Program’
 – Spelling CVC words Focus on an, ad. Extension of words eg: sad – sadness.
  Spelling CVC words Focus on et,. Extension of words eg: set – setting.
Spelling CVC words Focus on in, ip. Extension of words eg: tip - tipping.
Spelling CVC words Focus on ot, it. Extension of words eg: hot hotter.
Spelling CVC words Focus on ug, ag. Extension of words eg: hug – hugging
Spelling CVC words Focus on ix, ox, ut. Extension of words eg: mix – mixing.
	Pupils move towards more word-specific knowledge of spelling, including homophones. The process of spelling should be emphasised: that is, that spelling involves segmenting spoken words into phonemes and then representing all the phonemes by graphemes in the right order.  Pupils will learn new ways of spelling phonemes for which one or more spellings are already known
Revise spelling of all vowel digraphs
· ai a-e ay and alternative spellings for the ai phoneme
· ee e-e ea and alternative spellings for the ee phoneme
· igh i-e and alternative spellings for the igh phoneme
· o-e oa and alternative spellings for the oa phoneme
· ue u-e ew  oo and alternative spellings for the oo phoneme
·  ou ow  and ng phoneme
		Write from memory simple sentences dictated by the teacher that include words and punctuation taught so far.
Add suffixes to spell longer words, e.g. –ment, –ness, –ful, –less, –ly  
Adding –ing to ending  to words ending in vowel-letter-consonant letter or ending in e 
 ( revise ear ere )

Adding ing to words of one syllable ending in a single consonant letter after a single vowel –patting ,humming dropping

Adding ed  to root words ending in consonant –letter –y cried replied 

Apply all the rules to ed words emphasis the last consonant of the root word is doubled to keep the short vowel 

Teach spelling of common exception words/tricky words and common homophones

Follow “Complete Spelling Programme” –producing  differentiated  lists of words with a common sound but pitched at their individual spelling level.
