Match Report by Mr P Barry (also the referee)
On Tuesday St John’s welcomed St Keyna to our school for the 2nd round of the BANES and district knockout cup. This was of course a re-run of last year’s Odd Down tournament final which unfortunately ended with equal heartbreak for our boys.
With the weather changeable with rain in the air and the boys having to put up with refereeing from Mr Barry, they made an assured start to the game with some excellent passing and moving. The first chance of note came when the ball broke to Oliver J who had a lobbed effort from near the half way line tipped over by the St Keyna goalkeeper, a quite excellent save at full stretch. Some more excellent attacking play from St John’s produced the first goal, the ball breaking in the box to Oliver J who neatly tucked away a finish into the bottom corner of the net.
Our boys continued their excellent play after the goal and moved the ball into some excellent positions, only for some last ditch defending from St Keyna preventing more goals. Just after the opening goal Mr Barry had to apologise to the St Keyna coach as there was a loud penalty appeal from the St Keyna boys that was turned down in dubious circumstances! (One of the St Keyna boys was checked and taken to the ground while running for the ball in a dangerous area!) Straight after this however St Keyna got an equaliser with a low drilled effort into the far corner of the net.
As half time was nearing St John’s won a corner that was swung into the box, Cormac L meeting the ball with his head and sending it into the back of the net for a 2-1 half time lead.
The rest of the game continued as the first half. St John’s playing some fantastic football but being frustrated by a dogged St Keyna who always looked full of pace on the counter attack. St Keyna equalised half way through the second half. (You may note there is no description of the goal, this is because Mr Barry – also the referee for the day – was not watching!)
With time ticking down and extra time looking increasingly likely the ball broke for St Keyna in the box. There was only 25 seconds left on the game watch at this time but the St Keyna player made no mistake drilling the ball low into the net giving Noah B in goal, absolutely no chance. With no time on the clock the boys had absolutely no chance to come back into the game.
This was a massive sucker punch that you unfortunately have to take on the chin occasionally in sport. The boys had played the best football that had been seen at St John’s by Mr Barry and deserved much more from the game. There was nothing more any of the players could have done in this game as they put everything that they had been practicing in training into practice and left absolutely nothing on the pitch. All of the boys played out of their skin but honourable mentions must go to Karol B and Finnlay B who dealt with a dangerous attack with a minimum of fuss in defence. George B and Cormac L gave their usual all action displays in midfield and Mattia M, making his debut in attack always looked dangerous.
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
