	This week, we have been writing our own stories inspired by Harry and the Bucketful of Dinosaurs. We have used the conjunction ‘and’ to join two ideas together. We have worked hard to read our work back to make sure we have used good spelling techniques (phonics and tricky words), full stops and capital letters. We added adjectives to make our sentences more exciting. 

	Mathematics
	In maths this week, the children have been exploring two digit numbers. We used place value fans to see how the 1 in a teen number is actually a 10! We have made teen numbers with dienes and had a go at solving addition and subtractions with tens and units.  In Forest School, the children compared the lengths of large sticks and used trundle wheels to measure the length of a tyrannosaurus rex before using their sticks to create a huge skeleton.
