blackberries with his sisters, runs 
into Mr McGregor’s garden to 
cause mischief. This warns of the 
consequences of bad behaviour, as 
Peter is spotted and chased by Mr 
McGregor. Ages: 3+

THE ADVENTURES OF 
HUCKLEBERRY FINN
Mark Twain

Set in the southern states of 
America, this follows Huckleberry 
Finn as he seeks a new life after 
escaping his alcoholic father, by 
faking his own death. A fellow 
escapee from the slave trade, Jim, 
joins him on this journey and 
together they adventure down the 
Mississippi river. Ages: 12+

LITTLE WOMEN
Louisa May Alcott

Four sisters strengthen their bond 
through the hardships which fall 
upon them after their father leaves 
to fight in the Civil War, in 19th 
century America. Living on very 
little money, the girls learn new 
ways to entertain themselves, and 
make the most of what they have.

GREAT EXPECTATIONS
Charles Dickens

Pip has an unexpected encounter 
with a convict on Christmas 
Eve, and does not think much of 
it. Little does he know that this 
occurrence will lead to meeting the 
mysterious Miss Havisham and 
her adopted daughter Estella. This 
classic novel is a simplified edition 
aimed at younger readers.

THE RAILWAY CHILDREN
E. Nesbit

Phyllis and Peter move into a 
cottage deep in the countryside. 
There they discover both the 
beauty, and the dangers of the 
railway. A picturesque insight into 
an Edwardian childhood, and the 
ability to embrace change.

THE SECRET GARDEN
Frances Hodgson Burnett

One of the best-loved children’s 
stories of all time. Mary Lennox 
was selfish and spoilt, until she 
was sent to stay with her uncle 
in Yorkshire. There, she finds a 
secret garden, and as she meets 
and befriends local boy Dickon, 
and comes across her sickly cousin 
Colin, her life is changed forever.

TREASURE ISLAND
Robert Louis Stevenson
& David Mackintosh

The original tale of pirates 
and adventure, which was first 
published  in 1881. When young 
Jim Hawkins joins a voyage on the 
seven seas for buried treasure, as 
a cabin boy, he soon finds himself 
in the middle of mutiny with 
some unsavoury and unprincipled 
pirates. Ages: 11+
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THE HAPPY PRINCE
Oscar Wilde &
Maisie Paradise Shearring

The story of a Swallow that takes 
refuge on a golden statue of a 
prince in a European town. The 
Swallow does his bidding by 
helping to deliver gold pieces from 
the statue to those less fortunate. 
The lively illustrations by Maisie 
Shearring really bring the story to 
life. Ages: 5+
