EDUCATION WELFARE OFFICER 
 
Our EWO (Educational Welfare Officer) attended school this week for her termly visit. She is 
responsible for checking our registers. She identifies pupils with attendance below 90% and as a 
school we have to explain the absences. She will also look at pupils who have persistent lateness. 
Following this she will issue letters of concern to parents. 
 
As you are aware, our policy and government legislation, does not permit the school to authorise 
a term time holiday as this is not considered exceptional. The EWO will issue warning letters 
should you decide to take your child away on holiday during term time and this can result in a 
fine of Ã60 being issued to parents (so in the case of both parents taking the holiday, both will be 
fined) for every child being taken on holiday. If you continue to take your child on unauthorised 
holidays either within the year or in subsequent years, it could then lead to a court summons. 
Please remember that if your child needs an optician or dentist appointment it should be made for 
either after school, the weekend or holiday time.
