Management Activity
Culls will be undertaken by shooting in daylight in the first instance.  Records will be kept of all activity.
The hare population will be monitored annually, before any culling takes place to confirm the latest hare population.  This will allow an assessment to be made of the maximum numbers of hare to be taken in the following cull.
Management targets should be discussed and ideally agreed with neighbours.  If the same counting methods are used across a wide area, it will be possible to build a larger scale picture of the hare population, which will allow better management.
All counting and cull data should be shared with the National Game Bag Census. GWCT who will record the information in confidence and store it on a mountain hare management register.
