	Maths
	Fractions

· Counting forwards and backwards in hundredths. 

· Learning about mixed number fractions and improper fractions and how to convert between them. 

· Begin to add and subtract fractions and solve addition and subtraction word problems.
Decimals

· Count, order and record the decimals in different ways.

· Investigate equivalence between tenths and hundredths and be able to compare and order the numbers. 

· Learn to continue linear number sequences as well as round decimals to the nearest whole number. 

· Link tenths and hundredths with dividing by 10 and 100.
Mass, volume, measure and area

· Learn how to estimate and measure mass, volume and length. 

· Investigate how to convert units of measure from larger to smaller and vice versa. 

· Measure perimeter using centimetres and millimetres.
· Use perimeter measurements to calculate the area of a rectilinear figure. 
Geometry

· Compare angles and use this information to help when classifying triangles and quadrilaterals. 
· Explore symmetry and symmetrical figures and apply this knowledge to the completion of symmetrical figures. 
· Draw lines of symmetry on shapes and figures
Mental maths:  
Count from 0 in multiples of 7, 9, 11 and 25 and 1000.  
Revise x3, x4 and x8 and learn x7, x9 and x11.

	Science
	States of Matter – What are the 3 different states of matter? Using a variety of experiments to learn about the properties of different states of matter and how their particles are arranged. Learning about boiling and melting points, and whether these changes can be reversed. 

	History/Geography
	The 1960’s story of the Beatles – Investigating the life of John Lennon and Beatlemania and how the movement effected Britain in the 1960’s. Learning about life in Britain and Ulverston after the 1930’s up to 1970 – How has the town changed? 



	Computing
	Using animation software to create a film trailer based around a storyboard plan. 
Looking at how the internet can be used to market information across various platforms and networks. 

	Art and Design
	Looking at the importance of the Pop art movement in the sixties, investigating the artists and how they have influenced modern day art. Using a range of mediums to work within a pop art style and create a variety of creative pieces.
