Understanding The World


People and Communities: festivals 


The World: Observing and learning about seasonal change.  Moving into spring… what do we see?


Look at the life cycle of a caterpillar- observational drawing (LD)


Learning about what plants need to grow, and planting our seeds.  Conducting an experiment using prediction


Technology: Learning to use simple computer programs; learning to select and use apps on the ipads; use bee-bot robots- learn how to use the ipads














Literacy


Read books and write story boards for Jaspers Beanstalk and The Very Hungry Caterpillar, Oliver’s Vegetables


Sequencing stories and events


Read non- fiction books and look at the features of non-fiction. 


Examine the features of punctuation and how to use it within their writing


To demonstrate understanding when talking with others about things they have read


To be secure in Phase 2 and 3 Tricky words and HFW

Physical Development


To use their bodies and by experimenting in different ways to move- flying, sliding, hoping (mini beasts)


To develop fine motor skills- in particular cutting and pencil grip.


To practise letter formation and number formation to a consistent size. 


To develop ball throwing, kicking and catching skills 


Use sensory play with mud, seeds and plant pots. 


Go on a listening walk….what can you see/hear?

Days of the week 


To continue to practice number formation and to be able to recognise numbers 1-5, 1-10


Count reliably up to 20 using 1-2-1 correspondence (spoons of soil for planting)


Using unifix cubes and string for measuring heights and lengths (Jaspers Beanstalk)


Using mega blocks for recording votes, prediction, estimating and counting 


Number bonds to 5 and then 10


Writing number sentences


Looking at addition and subtraction 














PSED


Encourage the children to try new things and take risks with their learning. 


Encourage chn to put their hands up and listen to each other when they are talking.


 To talk about what makes us brave- and that it is ok to show our feelings and cry. 


Talk to the children about how actions may have a consequence and steps we can talk to resolve this. 


Develop confidence and encourage children to explore different areas and resources. 


Encourage the children to take turns and share resources. 














Communication and Language


Listening and attention: listening to each other; following directions; concentrating and sitting quietly during story-times and circle times. 


Understanding: responding to ‘how’ and ‘why’ questions; understanding humour (eg nonsense rhymes and jokes); following a story without pictures or props. 


Speaking: developing vocabulary linked to topics and own interests; using past, present and future tenses when talking about experiences; join in with ‘show and tell’ sessions’; use storylines in play activities


Introduce new vocabulary relating to the topic and 


Use talk and questions to predict future events relating what might happen to the caterpillars and seeds


Learn new words, understand the new words and use them in the right contexts
