Maths
For Maths, the teachers follow and adapt ‘Hamilton Maths’ which is an ideal scheme for our mixed year classes.

Every child has a log in for 'Mathletics' which is an internet based maths improvement site. Child can challenge themselves to learn and enhance their maths skills both at school and at home.

Children have said, 'I love mathletics, it’s so much fun how I can play against my friends and even against children in other countries.  I now do mathletics instead of playing computer games!'

We also offer an afternoon maths club, ‘Magical Maths’ which has had a brilliant uptake this year.

English

Our curriculum themes are taken from the texts we read with the children, so our teaching of English is usually linked closely to the theme and the genres of writing taught are linked with that theme.

Reading is high priority at Burntstump and children follow a progressive, but ‘real’ books scheme where coloured banding guides them to choose a book at the right level of challenge.  Children are given ample opportunities to read quietly to themselves and in small guided groups, to teachers and volunteers.  Class books are often read as a class with the emphasis on inference skills (reading between the lines) as the children progress through the school. They are expected to read at home as often as possible.  Older children may become a ‘Reading Tutor’ and are expected to read from the book trolley with other children at break times once or twice a week.
