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Pupils will learn how to:
· compare and group together everyday materials on the basis of their properties
· find out about materials that will dissolve in liquid to form a solution, and describe how to recover a substance from a solution
· use knowledge of solids, liquids and gases to decide how mixtures might be separated, including through filtering, sieving and evaporating
· give reasons, based on evidence from comparative and fair tests, for the particular uses of everyday materials, including metals, wood and plastic

English

We will be reading ‘Wolf Brother’ by Michelle Paver. We will continue to use Reciprocal Reading to help us in Guided Reading. Test style question practise will continue to prepare us for our Year 5 tests.
We will complete a range of writing including play-scripts, newspaper reports and explanation texts.

SPAG:
In SPAG, we will learn how to build cohesion between paragraphs and sentences. We will also practise using a range of modal verbs.
We will continue our work on using dashes to mark parenthesis and look at different past and present tense types.

· Add, subtract and multiply fractions with different denominators.
· solve multi-step word problems involving four operations.
· draw and measure angles within shapes.
· read and interpret line graphs.
· solve problems involving numbers with up to 3 decimal places.
· Identify and describe a variety of 2D shapes.
