	Plan writing by:
· Identifying the audience for and purpose of the writing, selecting the appropriate form and using other similar writing as models for their own.

	· Use and understand the grammatical terminology in English Appendix 2 accurately and appropriately in discussing their reading and writing.

	
	· Participate in discussions about books that are read to them and those that they can read for themselves, building their own and others’ ideas and challenging views courteously.
· Retrieve, record and present information from non-fiction
	· Revise words with the /i:/ sound spelt ‘ei’ after ‘c’.
	
	Plan writing by:
· Noting and developing initial ideas, drawing on reading and research where necessary.
	· Use expanded noun phrases to convey complicated information concisely.
· Use commas to clarify meaning or avoid ambiguity in writing

	
	· Ask questions to improve their understanding.
· Distinguish between statements of fact and opinion.
	· Add suffixes beginning with vowel letters to words ending in ‘-fer’.
	
	Plan writing by:
· Considering how authors have developed characters and settings in what pupils have read, listened to or seen performed. (narrative)
	· Use modal verbs or adverbs to indicate degrees of possibility.

	
	· Check that the book makes sense, discussing understanding and exploring the meaning of words in context.
· Explain and discuss their understanding of what they have read.
	· Endings that sound like /ous/ spelt ‘-cious’ or ‘-tious’ (precious, ambitious).
	
	Draft and write by:
· Selecting appropriate grammar and vocabulary, understanding how such choices can change and enhance meaning.
	· Use the perfect form of verbs to mark relationships of time and cause.

	
	· Predicting what might happen from details stated and implied.
	· Advice/advise, device/ devise, licence/license, practice/practise, prophecy/prophesy.
	
	Draft and write by:
· Describing settings, characters and atmosphere and integrating dialogue to convey character and advance the action. (narrative)
	· Use passive verbs to affect the presentation of information in a sentence.

	
	· Summarising the main ideas drawn from more than one paragraph, identifying key details that support the main ideas.
· Explain and discuss their understanding of what they have read, including through formal presentations and debates, maintaining a focus on the topic and using notes where necessary.
	· Proof reading in smaller chunks – sentences and paragraphs.
	
	Draft and write by:
· Précising longer passages.
	· Use semi-colons, colons or dashes to mark boundaries between independent clauses.

	
	· Drawing inferences such as inferring character’s feelings, thoughts and motives from their actions, and justifying inferences with evidence.
· Provide reasoned justifications for their views.
· Discuss and evaluate how authors use language, including figurative language, considering the impact on the reader.
	· Learn selected words taught in new knowledge. Le
· Learn words from the Yr5/6 word list.
· Learn words from personal lists.
· Extend knowledge of spelling strategies and apply to high-frequency and cross-curricular words from the Yr5/6 word list.
· Root words and meanings.
	
	Draft and write by:
· Using a wide range of devices to build cohesion within and across paragraphs.
	· Use relative clauses beginning with who, which, where, when, whose, that or with an implied (i.e. omitted) relative pronoun.

	
	· Identifying how language, structure and presentation contribute to meaning.
· Reading books that are structured in different ways and reading for a range of purposes.
	· Words containing the letter string ‘-ough’.
	
	Evaluate and edit by:
· Assessing the effectiveness of their own and others’ writing.
	· Use brackets, dashes or commas to indicate parenthesis.

	
	· Recommending books that they have read to their peers, giving reasons for their choices.
	· Generate words from prefixes and suffixes.
	
	Evaluate and edit by:
· Proposing changes to vocabulary, grammar and punctuation to enhance effects and clarify meaning.
	· Recognise vocabulary and structures that are appropriate for formal speech and writing, including subjunctive forms.

	
	· Identifying and discussing themes and conventions in and across a wide range of writing.
· Making comparisons within and across books.
	· Words ending ‘tial’ and ‘cial’ (official, special, artificial, partial, confidential, essential).
	
	· Proofread for spelling and punctuation errors.
