	Science
	Living Things Habitats -  Identify that living things live in habitats suited to their needs around the world; Lifecycles; How animals get their food and food chains. Classification of living things; Vertebrates and invertebrates; Classifying reptiles, amphibians, mammals, insects, etc.  Investigation - Compare the features of different habitats.

Plants - Name a range of common plants and trees
Evolution - living things have changed over time; fossils provide information about living things that inhabited the Earth; variance and adaptations may lead to evolution. Changes to the human skeleton over time; Charles Darwin
	Electricity - associate the brightness of a lamp or the volume of a buzzer with the number and voltage of cells used in the circuit; compare and give reasons for variations in how components function, including the brightness of bulbs, the loudness of buzzers and the on/off position of switches; Draw accurate circuit diagrams; Night at the museum: Make working circuits to light/alarm a museum exhibit. Light - Observe and name a variety of light sources; Shadows are created by blocking light. Investigation - Exploring the similarities of places where shadows are found. Observing shiny objects – do the shine in the dark? Grouping and sorting
