	Communication and Language (EY Prime Area)
We will be able to maintain attention, concentration and sit quietly during appropriate activities. We will enjoy listening to and joining in with stories, rhymes, songs and poems. We will start to extend our vocabulary, especially by grouping and naming, exploring the meaning and sounds of new words, including learning names of parts of our bodies and bones. We will begin to use talk in imaginary pretend situations and role-play.  
	Literacy (EY Specific Area)
We will be creating our own alphabet line during the first week. We will be using the Talk for Writing approach to study The Three Little Pigs and What the Ladybird heard as well as other tales to build up our repertoire of known stories, retell using props, actions and transfer these into different writing activities. Labels- We will learn how to label and be given the opportunity to label farm animals, ingredients and more. 
Captions- We will take photographs and write captions from our trip to Westmorland County Show and other interests.
We will also start/ continue with daily phonics sessions, which will be based around Letters and Sounds and Jolly Phonics. 

	Mathematics (EY Specific Area)
We will be creating our own number line for the classroom during the first week. 
Recognising and ordering numbers.
Addition and subtraction.
Measurements including weighing and length. For example ordering farm animals according to length.
Sorting according to different criteria. 
Positional language – on, under, next to, in front, behind – using farm animals  recognition and following instructions.

	Physical Development (EY Prime Area)
We will develop our fine and gross motor skills through taking part in daily funky fingers/ dough gym exercises.
PE- We will become more independent in dressing and undressing for PE, fastening our coats etc. We will take part in PE lessons by Onside Coaching. 

	Understanding of the World (EY Specific Area)
Science
We will label body parts and compare changes children go through as they get older.  
We will explore senses through practical activities.  We will understand what the skeleton is for and how it protects our important organs. Children will begin to understand the job of the heart, the stomach and the lungs.
History
We will start to look at who is in our family. We will be able to name immediate family and other family members e.g. cousins, Aunts, Uncles. 
	Geography 
We will use a plan to label different areas of the school and note any changes. We will take pictures on different days to start to create a scrapbook of our local area. 
We will use a map to identify where we live and how we get to school.
Technology
We will start to look at using laptops, cameras and tablets effectively. We will start to type, using space bars, capital letters and full stops. Changing font size, style and colour to show how text can be made to look different. 
Using our word processing skills to give labels to skeletons, maps and farm animals.
Using a word bank to create sentences about ourselves using the keyboard skills we’ve learnt.
	Expressive Arts and Design (EY Specific Area)
Art- self-portraits using a range of materials and painting. 
Felt making project using Jacob fleece. We will study the work of Van Gogh focusing on his famous sunflower painting. 
Music- being imaginative through drumming sessions by ZoZo.


	Personal, social and emotional development (EY Prime Area)
