Reminders... 
As it’s the start of the school year it’s a good time to remind all parents and pupils of a few of the school 
rules.  
 Children with pierced ears must only wear a plain stud or sleeper, other jewellery must not be worn 
 No jewellery or earrings of any kind to be worn in PE or swimming lessons.  
 Long hair must be tied back 
 School uniform should be named, school shoes (not trainers) should be worn and a coat should be 

brought to school every day 
 Reading books and records must be brought to school each day and parents are encouraged to write 

in the record books 
 Lessons start promptly at 9am 
 School term times are always available on the school website. Children are not expected to take    

holidays during term time, any holiday taken over 4½ days during this time may incur a fine 
 If a child has sickness or diarrhoea they should not come to school and should remain at home for 48 

hours after the last bout of sickness/diarrhoea 
 Packed lunches should contain healthy food only please. No sweets, chocolate bars or sugary drinks. 
 
We have an ‘open door’ policy, so please do not hesitate to contact school if you have any problems or 
questions. 

Swimming Yr 1 to Yr 6 
Swimming will be on Thursdays for children in Yr 1 to 6 starting this week (but       
unfortunately there will not be swimming next week due to an event at Craven Pool).  
Equipment: For children to continue to make progress with their swimming         
technique it is important that they have the correct equipment. Girls should wear a 
one piece swimming costume (not bikini). Boys should wear jammers or lycra trunks 
as in the photograph left, not baggy shorts which hinder swimming technique and 
body position. 
Every child should wear swimming goggles (not a full face mask). Earrings should be 
removed and long hair needs to be tied up.  
Collection: We welcome the collection of children from the pool. If you are able and 
want to do this please fill in the form attached. Collecting parents need to wait in Re-
ception at the pool at 3.15pm as the bus leaves to return to school at 3.20pm. If for 

any reason you do not make it to the pool before the bus leaves do not panic, your child will be taken back 
to school on the bus.  
  

PE - Years 3,4,5,6 
Children will continue to do PE on Wednesday afternoons either at the school or village hall depending on 
the weather. Correct PE kit of trainers, blue school PE T shirt, plain black or navy blue shorts and school 
hoody should be worn. 
 

PE Reception Yr 1 and 2 
These children will continue to do PE at school on a Friday afternoon and should wear pumps, a T shirt and 
shorts and keep these at school on their peg in a drawstring bag. 
 

Homework and Spellings 
 Juniors will be given a piece of homework to be completed over the weekend. 
 Yr 1 take home spellings on a Friday, for testing the following Friday. 
 Yr 2 to 6  take home spelling books on a Monday with a spelling task to be handed in on Friday and 

spellings to be tested the following Monday. Spellings are also available on the school website. 
 Mrs Jenkinson’s class will be given a times table to practise on a Wednesday. The children will be 

tested the following week with 12 quick fire questions in a random order so please can you practise 
the given times table with your child in this way.

The Task  
Students have to produce a marketing pitch to encourage and persuade the rest of their year group to vote to 
SAVE their animal from extinction. Students will be split into groups of 4/5. In those groups students must     
organise themselves into who will do what and assign themselves with one of the allocated roles we will give 
them. Students are given a list of materials they can use in their presentation (laptop, pens, paper etc) each 
item will be given a unit price. Students will then be given a sum of money they can use to ‘buy’ their materials. 
They must think carefully how they manage their money.  
Aim of the Day 
 To learn about why certain animals are endangered. 
 To learn about different habitats around the world.  
 To develop personal learning and thinking skills, with a focus on team work, enterprise, research and 

presentation skills.  
 Students to experience managing a financial budget.

 Students will finish the day at 3.15pm.  
 Students need to bring a packed lunch. 
 There will be cross curricular links with Business Studies, ICT, Maths, Science and RE.
