	In Numeracy we will be focusing on…
Place value – We will be learning the values of each column HTU (hundreds, tens, units). We will be reading, writing and ordering numbers up to 1,000. Recognising odd and even numbers and multiples of 2, 5 and 10 and continuing number sequences by counting on or back. Doubling and halving numbers. Finding 1, 10 or 100 more or less than a given number. Counting from 0 in multiples of 4, 8, 50 and 100. 
Addition – Recalling number bonds to 10 and 20 and multiples of 10 to 100. Adding multiples of 1, 10 and 100 mentally to any given 3 digit number. Column addition of 3 digit numbers, including carrying. Estimating and using the inverse operation to check answers. Solving problems, including missing number problems, using number facts, place value, and 2 step problems. 
Subtraction – Subtracting multiples of 1, 10 and 100 mentally to any given 3 digit number. Column subtraction of 3 digit numbers including decomposition. Estimating and using the inverse operation to check answers. Solving problems, including missing number problems, using number facts, place value, and 2 step problems.
Throughout the term, we will also have one geometry, measurement and statistics lesson. This term we will be looking at: 
Geometry – Properties of 2D and 3D shapes, lines and angles. 
Measurement (Money) – Add and subtract amounts of money to give change, using both £ and p in practical contexts.
