Our classroom will have a ‘Homework hand-in’ display where children will be expected to record that they have completed their homework and put it in the box for marking. This homework will include a range of activities which draw upon different skills that will support our learning in the classroom. In addition, if parents or children would like to complete additional maths or SPAG activities, these will be readily available in the classroom for pupils to complete at home. 

As in previous years, children will be encouraged to learn their spelling cards which will be tested throughout the week and read books independently both at home and school. On a Friday morning, children will be tested on their spellings and times tables and their results recorded in their homework diaries. We have also continued to subscribe to the times table app- ‘Times Table Rockstars’- the children already love it! They can access this at home and have all the details in the back of their homework diaries. This app helps the children to learn and consolidate their tables and they can compete with their classmates and other schools. 

Children will need an indoor and outdoor PE kit at the start of every week and should take it home to be washed at the end of each week. This half term Willow class will be doing Gymnastics and Hockey.

· solve number and practical problems that involve all of the above and with increasingly large positive numbers

· read Roman numerals to 100 (I to C) and know that over time, the numeral system changed to include the concept of 0 and place value
