The Power of Reading

The ability to read is vital. 
It paves the way for success in school and later 
life.

Research shows that it's the single most important 
thing you can do to help your child's education .

There are many reasons why we read and 
therefore why children will read:

Åfor pleasure and interest

Åfor work 

Åto learn about the world e.g. in papers

Åto obtain information e.g. recipes and signs



Stages of Reading - 1

Pre-readers:

ÅLook at books and like to be read to

ÅLike to behave like a reader

ÅLearn about words from songs and rhymes

ÅLearn how the text works

ÅUse pictures and memory to tell a story



Stages of Reading - 2

Emerging readers:

ÅReady to receive instructions about reading

ÅKnow the text can be a story or information

ÅBegin to match written words to spoken 

words and letters to sounds

ÅBegin to say words in simple texts

ÅUse the picture to understand the text



Stages of Reading - 3

Early readers:

ÅDevelop more confidence 

ÅUse mainly phonic strategies to identify 

words

ÅRecognise many words and are willing to try 

new texts

ÅBegin to talk about the meaning of stories 

and texts



Stages of Reading - 4

Fluent Readers:

ÅRead for pleasure and interest with 
understanding

ÅUse a variety of methods to identify words 
and meaning (phonic, graphic, contextual)

ÅRead a good range of texts, making 
predictions and commenting on information

ÅRelate the meaning to their own 
experiences and knowledge



Reading Requires Two Skills

1. Phonics and Word Recognition 

ÅThe ability to recognise words presented in and out 
of context. 

ÅThe ability to blend letter sounds (phonemes) 
together to read words. 

2. Understanding 

ÅThe ability to understand the meaning of the words 
and sentences in a text. 

ÅThe ability to understand the ideas, information and 
themes in a text. 

Å If a child understands what they hear, they will 
understand the same information when they read. 



Year 2 Reading Objectives

Reading and Spelling (Child 
Target)
ÅI can read words quickly because I know how 

to sound out all parts of a word.

ÅI read by blending together the sounds I know 
and can read out within a word.

ÅI can read words with two or three syllables.

ÅI can read words with common word endings, 
such as Ȥing and Ȥed.

ÅI can read a range of unusual words from our 
word lists .



Year 2 Reading Objectives

Guided Reading (Child Target)
Å I can read most words quickly and accurately.

Å When I see a word I have not read before, I can sound out the word 
without help from an adult

Å When I reȤread my books, I become better and better at reading the 
text.

Å When I read, I am able to tell you about things in the order they 
happen and if they are connected.

Å I understand the books I can read.

Å I can answer and ask questions about what I have read.

Å I like to guess what happens next in a story, using what I already know 
has gone on before.

Å I can tell you why certain things happen in a book or why a character 
says the things they do.

Å I discuss the meaning of words .

Å I am happy to talk about my favourite words and phrases from my 
reading.



Year 2 Reading Objectives

Speaking and Listening (Child Target)
Å I listen, discuss and can say what I think about 

poems , stories and non Ȥfiction books I have read.

Å I can tell you about all the different stories I have 
read .

Å I enjoy finding out about non Ȥfiction books and how 
they are set out.

Å I can recognise simple language patterns in stories 
and poems.

Å I can say out loud a number of poems I have 
learned.

Å I take turns to discuss and listen to others about what 
I have read.
