Children are encouraged to:
· Reflect on different kinds of friendships and how we make choices.
· Recognise that our actions affect others and ourselves.

Everyday Materials:  	

· Distinguish between an object and the material from which it is made. 
· Identify and name a variety of everyday materials, including wood, plastic, glass, metal, water, rock (and brick, paper and cardboard).
· Describe the simple physical properties of a variety of everyday materials. 
· Compare and group together a variety of everyday materials on the basis of their simple physical properties.


Seasonal Changes:  Autumn and Winter  
Children will be given the opportunity to develop their experiences of seasonal change and will be encouraged to observe and describe weather associated with the seasons and how day length varies.
	
	PE
Games: (Spatial awareness/aiming at a target – throwing)
· To understand space and how to use it during physical activity
· To practise throwing different size balls using both hands
· To be able to roll a ball with increasing accuracy towards a target using both hands
Gymnastics:
· To learn to use the available space
· To travel in different ways
· To learn about balance and to practise balancing on different body parts
· To practise rolling and jumping in different ways and to perform these skills in a simple sequence
· To begin to appreciate why exercise is important and how it can benefit the human body

Children will also be encouraged to develop their fine and gross motor skills further through a variety of practical activities.



	Art & Design and Technology

Printmaking:
· Create simple printing blocks with press print.
· Design more repetitive patterns.
· Experiment with overprinting motifs and colour.

Structures - stability and strength: 
· Explore how to make structures stronger.
· Investigate different techniques for stiffening a variety of materials.
· Test different methods of enabling structures to remain stable.
· Join appropriately for different materials and situations e.g. glue, tape.
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	History & Geography

Gunpowder Plot:  Children will learn about Guy Fawkes and the Gunpowder Plot through poetry and discussion.

Remembrance Sunday: Children will learn about the reasons behind poppies and Remembrance Sunday.

Small area of the UK -  Where I live and play:
· Use basic geographical vocabulary to refer to key physical features and key human features.
· Recognise simple features on maps e.g. buildings, roads and fields.
· Recognise landmarks and basic human features on aerial photos.
· Know that symbols mean something on maps.



	Mathematics 

· Count within 0 to 20 forwards and backwards from any number - understanding that 0 represents the value of an empty set and the number that is before one in the counting sequence
· Count to at least 50 from 1 or 0 forwards and backwards 
· Recite and know the sequence of counting in twos, fives and tens from zero
· Read and write numbers to 20
· Identify the value of ones and tens in a two-digit number
· Add two single digit numbers using concrete materials or pictures and a counting all method
· Subtract a one-digit number from another using concrete materials or pictures and a taking away method
· Solve one-step problems involving addition and subtraction
· Recognise and name a half as one of two equal parts of a shape
· Name common 2-D and 3-D shapes
· Recognise and create a repeating pattern using two/three objects and shapes
· Sort objects to a given criterion
· Measure and record lengths and heights and mass/weight using uniform non-standard units
