




Personal Social and Emotional Development


Make new friends, playing in groups, talking to one another


Encourage children to demonstrate friendly behaviour to form good relationships with other children and adults.�Become confident in new social situations�Become aware of the feelings of others, accept the needs of others.





Communication & Language


Learn what ‘good sitting’ looks like and how we can do this during carpet time, circle time and stories. �Listen to others in circle time and group activities.�Begin to understand the use of objects, including pencils, scissors, etc. �Begin to understand and use questions during learning and play time.�Use language to share feelings/thoughts/experiences. 


























Physical Development


Children to move freely and in a range of ways during outdoor play and PE.�Learn techniques such as catching/throwing balls, balancing. �Encourage children to increase independence, for example using the class toilets, changing/dressing themselves. �





Maths


Number-�Children to sort, order and count objects within their play and in set activities. �Encourage children to use mathematical language, e.g. using number names in counting and ordering objects. �Shape, space and measure-


Begin using mathematical names for flat 2D shapes�Use the outdoor classroom to explore shapes in our everyday environment�Use familiar objects to create patterns in play and activities.

Reading


Listen to and join in with rhymes and stories�Begin phase 2 phonics (learn initial sounds and blending for reading)


Writing�Mark making �Begin to hear initial sounds in words�Link sounds to letters�Begin to write the letters of the sounds we are learning. ��





Understanding the World


Show interest in people around them�Learn about how we are unique, including discussing similarities and differences in our class


Explore the world around us, including our immediate environment�Explore technology, e.g. interactive whiteboard, ICT.
