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Rogiet Primary School Sun Protection Policy
At Rogiet Primary School we acknowledge the importance of sun protection and want staff and pupils to enjoy the sun safely. We will work with staff, pupils and parents to achieve this through: 
EDUCATION 
· All pupils will have at least one SunSmart lesson per year. 
· We will talk about how to be SunSmart in assemblies at the start of the summer term and before summer break. 
· Parents and guardians will be sent information about how they can help at the beginning of the summer term. 
· Information on sun safety and teaching resources will be provided to staff. 
[bookmark: _gjdgxs]PROTECTION 
Shade: 
· When the sun is strong we will encourage pupils to sit/play in the shade where it is available. 
· We have planted willow trees in the playground  
· We have canopies over the classrooms providing shade and reading shelters accessible at play and lunchtimes.
· During particularly hot weather, we shorten the playtimes outside and bring the children inside to play. 
Clothing: 
· When outside in sunny weather, children are required to wear hats that cover the ears, face and neck. 
· PE kits include T-shirts (not vests)
Sunscreen: 
· Reminders will be sent to parents to apply sunscreen to children before coming to school during periods of sunny weather and before outdoor activities such as Sports Day and trips. 
· Children are encouraged to bring sunscreen to school and to reapply throughout the day when the sun is strong during summer at lunch breaks, during PE lessons and on school trips. 
Hydration:
· We ask that all children have water bottles in school with them on a daily basis.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Children are encouraged to drink water throughout the day and have access to water coolers to frequently refill their bottles.
