	Improved outcomes for PP pupils in reading and maths at the end of Ks1 and 2



	Continue to implement the ‘Mastery Approach for English and Maths
	2nd year of mastery in English and Maths was completed. PP children made very strong progress from end of KS1 to end of KS2
Lesson observations show that pupils access a diet of Concrete, Pictorial and Abstract Maths activities. Using the Inspire Maths scheme has strengthened  teachers subject knowledge. The scheme did not match the national curriculum requirements and so the school has moved away from the scheme. Teachers are using White Rose maths planning in line with other schools in the proposed Academy Trust

Mastery in English has led to pupils’ increased knowledge and use of grammatical structures within their writing.
