Calculations: 
We will continue to revise addition, subtraction and multiplication during fluency days.  We will also be learning how to carry out division calculations.  The children will also have opportunity to apply this into solving problems. 

We will begin to look at fractions of shapes and number.

Measures, Shape & Space: 
This term out focus will be on measuring length together with carrying out conversions of measures.  We will also be learning how to work out the perimeter of rectilinear shapes and the area of rectangles.

SCIENCE: Rocks

Scientific Enquiry
Record findings using simple scientific language and tables, set up simple investigations and make careful and systematic observations.

Materials and their properties
The children will identify man made rocks and natural rocks, including use of the terms igneous, metamorphic and sedimentary. They will compare and group rocks based on their properties. They will describe in simple terms how fossils are formed by explaining the fossilisation process and by comparing fossils to the animals they belong to.











ENGLISH
Phonics, Spelling & Vocabulary:
We will practice spelling patterns and rules this term and apply them in our writing.  Our focus will also be on our personal spelling lists and the statutory word list.  We will continue to think about word choices and precise language.

Grammar & Punctuation:
We will continue to revise grammar terminology and sentence structure.   We will work on being more consistent with tense and we will also focus on using paragraphs.

Comprehension & Composition:
This term we will be continuing our Talk for Writing.  We will be exploring persuasive and discursive texts.  We will be following the sequence of imitation, innovation and invention.  We will also be writing across the curriculum.

	Subordinating conjunctions are used to introduce a subordinate clause in a sentence, e.g. before, when,
after, while, so, because, although 
Example
I made a drink before the football match started.
This uses the conjunction ‘before’ to introduce the subordinate clause.
Examples
Time: I wear a raincoat when it is raining.
Place: He hid the treasure where no one could find it.
Cause: I wore a raincoat because it was raining.
The conjunctions in the examples above introduce subordinate clauses.
