Get to know the Governor’s....Linda Weston

What made you decide to become a governor, and when did you first take on the role?  

“I saw a post on Facebook advertising for Governor’s at St Peter’s.  It referenced some specific skills that they were looking for which I felt I had.  I’ve always been passionate about helping others to achieve their goals and I hoped I could help the school to do that.  I became a Governor in October 2016 and was elected Chair of Governor’s in November 2018.”

Do you have children at St Peter's?

“Yes, I have two boys at St Peter’s - Joe in year 5 and Asa in Year 1.”

You're a co-opted governor; what does that mean, exactly?

“It means that I was invited to join the governing body because of my skills and experience. It’s really important to have a broad range of skills across governors so we can not just draw on specific expertise someone has, but also to maintain diversity across the group.  This drives discussion and debate which I believe helps to deliver the best possible outcomes for St Peter’s.”

What areas of responsibility do you have?

“I have subject responsibility for Science.  This means I work with the subject leaders in the school to understand their plans for teaching in that area and how that aligns to the school development plan.  I also have responsibility for Health and Safety which involves working with the site manager to ensure the school is meeting its obligations.”

What do you like about being a governor?

“I really enjoy working with a different group of people and learning more about how the school operates at a strategic level.  It has also been a great way for me to further develop my own skills.”

And what do you find challenging?

Oh, that’s a tough one...I would say how much I still feel like I have to learn!  I’ve learnt a huge amount since becoming a governor but it always feels like there is more you can do.  

What do you think is the main purpose of a school governing body?

“For me it is about helping the school to set its short term and longer term goals and holding the school to account to deliver on the agreed targets.  There’s of course lots of things that go on but I think that’s the primary objective.”
