UNHCR reported that a main focus now is relocation of refugees from River Ghee to Little Wiebo
camp. During last week 140 refugees had been relocated from villages around New Yourpea to
Bahn camp. UNHCR is in discussions with WFP on setting-up storage in camps in Grand Gedeh. LRRRC
will look into additional land and security.

DRC procured 3000 blankets, 3000 sleeping mats and 1000 cutlasses for refugees in Little Wlebo.
