Storage 
Cases can be stored underneath the main staircase at King’s House on the day of 
the event. However, there is very limited storage space throughout the building. Any 
larger cases etc., or anything that needs to be stored for a longer period will incur 
extra costs at the discretion of the venue. 

Bar 
King’s House is not licensed as part of the Licensing Act 2003. This completely 
prohibits the selling of any alcohol on the property. 
 
If you wish to sell alcohol, then King’s House will have to apply for a Temporary 
Events Notice on your behalf. 
 
This will incur an extra administration cost of £21.  
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We cannot guarantee the granting of the TEN, as it is completely at the discretion of 
Islington Council. 

Cleaning 
The venue is regularly and thoroughly cleaned prior to your event. Please return the 
venue to the same condition afterwards. 
 
All rubbish, and waste, must be contained within the bins provided. 
 
An extra cleaning charge may be added when/if excessive clean-up is required after 
an event. 

Damage 
Any damage to the venue, or the venue equipment, will incur an extra charge for 
repair, or replacement.
