How do we book the Guildhall?

Please ask for one of our booking forms and contracts for either the Jury
Room or Great Hall. Upon booking, we ask for a non-refundable deposit of
50% with the remainder eight weeks before the day. Alternatively you are
more than welcome to pay off the amount in full, if you wish.

How many guests can be in the Guildhall for a ceremony?
We can accommodate up to 80 guests for the Great Hall and up to 35 guests
for the Jury Room (maximum 24 for drinks reception in the Jury Room).

Is decoration permitted?

You are more than welcome to bring flowers and decorations on the
morning of your wedding or the day before, dependant on our opening
hours. This will be discussed and arranged at your final meeting, where all
details of your day will be discussed. However, we do ask that nails, tacks,
screws, placards or other articles are not attached or affixed to any part of
the building. Due to fire risk, we do not allow helium balloons or lit candles.

Do you supply chair covers?

We do not supply chair covers. If you would like to supply chair covers,
please allow yourself enough time for this, as any additional time will
be charged at the normal room rates.

Can we have confetti?

Unfortunately, due to the historic nature and the location of the Guildhall
being on the High Street, we cannot allow confetti. If confetti is thrown in
the High Street you could potentially incur a fine, as this is seen as littering.
Alternatives such as bubbles are permitted outside the Guildhall’s portico.

Do we supply the wine for a drinks reception?

You can provide wine or your preferred drink of choice. There is a £2.50
corkage fee per bottle. We will supply glasses and serve the drinks. Please
bring in wine at least two hours beforehand. We can store and keep it
chilled for you. Alcohol is not permitted in the room whilst the ceremony is
taking place. Guests must be over 18 to drink alcohol in the Guildhall.

Do you cater for wedding breakfasts/evening receptions?

Due to the nature and size of the building we can only cater for wedding
ceremonies and drinks receptions. There are many local hotels and
restaurants in close proximity to the Guildhall who can provide wedding
breakfasts and receptions.

Can we provide our own music or musician?
We have a range of CDs at the Guildhall, however we suggest supplying
your own music to personalise the ceremony.

If you are supplying your own music we suggest about 2 an hour of music
for the arrival of your guests. Then on a separate CD, your chosen entrance
music; 3 songs whilst you sign the register and finally your exit music.

You are welcome to organise a live musician but we would wish to see their
PAT testing documents and their Public Liability Insurance in advance.
